Registration  

 Applications will be accepted on a rolling admission basis beginning March 8, 2010.  
$50 must be included with registration form. The registration fee is non-refundable.

Discount Plan Available 
If you pay for all 7 weeks on or before May 1st, there is a 5% discount. 
  
The budget of the camp and operating expenses are based on the enrollment of the camp with fixed operating 
costs continuing for the entire camp term. Therefore, the policy of the camp is that the registering family is 
responsible for the entire week’s tuition. We will consider requests for an exemption to this policy on a case-by-
case basis when so requested by the family in writing.
